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The program targets Biology Majors interested in expanding their knowledge of Biotechnology, Genetic Engineering , and Molecular and Cellular Biology.  These internships will provide valuable experiences to any student interested in pursuing future studies in the fields of Biology, Biotechnology, Biochemistry, or Medicine.  Due to the technical nature of the internship, a good conceptual understanding of Cellular and Molecular Biology is strongly recommended.  Students interested in the program should have completed BIO 181 and BIO 247 before starting the internship; additionally, they will be required to enroll in BIO 214 “Biotechnology Internship” at the time of the internship.
