Initiating Institution: Phoenix College
Effective first year/term of the new prefix/subject: Fall 2006 (20066)
Description of the new subject/prefix (formal) (Example: Computer Information Systems, for CIS prefix/subject): ENV for Environmental Sciences
Description of the Content Area that will be taught: Individuals delivering the content for Environmental Sciences have knowledge in one or, most often, more of the following fields: Biology, Chemistry, Engineering, Environmental Science, Physical Geography, Geology, Physics, and/or Agricultural Science. The content includes analysis of living and non-living environmental component interactions, the Earth’s atmosphere, and analysis of scientific methods of investigation.
Department/Division (aka academic organization or group) for the respective institutions responsible for the new prefix/subject: Biology (006)
Instructional council responsible for the evaluation of courses using the new prefix/subject: Operational Deans (72) (until such time as an ENV IC is established)
Hiring Qualifications, as recommended by the assigned instructional council, required for a faculty member to teach courses that fall under the new prefix.
