Development of ENV at MCCD
Purpose:
1. The need for ENV arises from Environmental Science (ENV) program requirements at NAU.
2. MCCD would like to propose a new A.S. degree in Environmental Science (ENV) that transfers to the NAU undergraduate ENV program.
3. SMCC is constructing a new building for NAU at its main campus so NAU can offer undergraduate and graduate courses to students in Phoenix. ENV is one of the programs NAU would like to teach in Phoenix.
4. ENV courses can be taught at MCCD colleges by MCCD faculty and be part of a transfer ENV degree in partnership with NAU.
Rationale:
1. ENV is a highly interdisciplinary science prefix and as such cannot be successfully assigned to a pre-existing IC.
2. ENV will encompass courses for academic transfer and occupational programs.
3. The complexities of the curriculum would best be addressed by science faculty teaching ENV or related courses.
4. The proposed ENV-IC requests that curriculum matters pertaining to ENV courses be sent to it for consideration.
History:
1. A 2+2 articulation of the proposed ENV program at MCCD with the NAU ENV Bachelors Program was planned at a meeting held at SMCC with NAU Deans and their ENV Director on 1/19/06. NAU expressed the desire to house upper division NAU courses at SMCC and offer the Bachelor’s degree in Phoenix.
2. Advisory Board for ENV program formed in January, 2006.
3. ENV Forum held at PC on Feb 17, 2006 to discuss establishment of ENV prefix and ENV IC (attended by 24 Faculty representing 9 campuses and 7 disciplines).
4. Meeting held at GWCC with Industrial Technology faculty and administration to discuss the occupational aspects and hiring qualifications of ENV on 3/3/06.
5. Proposed the formation of an ENV prefix and an ENV-IC in a letter to Maria Harper-Marinick sent by many of the Feb 17, 2006 Forum participants in March, 2006.
6. District Curriculum Committee approved the ENV prefix on May 1, 2006 
a. Initiating Institution: Phoenix College
b. Effective Term: 2006 Fall.
c. Instructional Council (IC Code): Operational Deans (72) until a new council is formed in support of the ENV curriculum.
d. Content Description: The content includes the analysis of living and non-living environmental components and their interactions, anthropogenic impacts, and scientific methods of investigation and analysis.
e. Delivery: Individuals delivering the content for Environmental Sciences have knowledge in one or, most often, more than one of the following fields: Agricultural Science, Biology, Chemistry, Computer Science, Engineering, Environmental Science, Geography, Geology, Mathematics, and/or Physics. 
f. Hiring Qualifications: The same qualifications as those listed for Academic Teaching Fields, or a bachelor's degree plus 3 years work experience in field to be taught, or an associate's degree or 64 semester hours and 5 years work experience in the field to be taught, or 5 years work experience in the field to be taught and EDU 250 - Overview of the Community Colleges-or equivalent must be completed within two years of date of hire. 
7. ACE program at PC starts the development of an ACE pre-ENV pathway 5/11/06
8. Governing Board approves ENV230 and ENV280 course proposals on June 27, 2006 - Effective Term: 2006 Fall. 9. Opened discussions with ENV Program Director at NAU for a formal articulation agreement 8/3/06.
10. Meeting with Maria Harper-Marinick to request the creation of a new ENV-IC in August, 2006.
11. Meeting with Kate Dillon-Hogan at District to prepare an official Request to Create a New ENV-IC on 10/9/06.
12. AGEC-S in ENV proposed on 10/18/06.
13. E-mail message sent on 10/23/06 to IC Chairs, of Biology, Chemistry, Geology, Geography, Mathematics, Physics, and Computer Science, inviting them or any of their members or faculty from their disciplines to serve on a new ENV-IC.
14. Discussed the desire to create an ENV-ATF at the BIO-ATF meeting at RSCC on 10/28/06. The idea was supported by MCCD, AWC and NAU.
15. Meeting with Virginia Cantu at District to prepare a proposal for ENV-IC Business Processes on 11/28/06.
16. On 12/4/06 I addressed Vice Chancellor Maria Harper-Marinick and the DCC with a proposal to establish the new IC. This included a request to establish a new ENV-IC, a Proposed Business Process, and a Proposed List of Initial IC Members (see attachments). 
17. On 12/4/06 Vice Chancellor Maria Harper-Marinick approved a pilot of an ENV-IC.
18. On 2/16/07 the pilot ENV-IC met at PC and unanimously voted to follow Roles/Responsibilities that are the same as currently defined for Instructional Councils but with the following Structure and Membership: 
The ENV IC will be comprised of at most 20 voting members; one member elected from each college and one member from each of the following ten IC’s: Agriculture, Biology, Chemistry, Computer Science, Engineering, Geography, Geology, Industrial Technology, Mathematics, and Physics.
19. On 3/30/07 the pilot ENV-IC met at PC and voted to accept the 20 voting members that had been selected consistent with the RFP 1.2.16 policy and the ICH (Instructional Council Handbook) Terms of Membership. The members discussed a proposed voting procedure and a new course proposal. These proposals were sent to all members for an e-mail vote. 
20. On 4/20/07 the pilot ENV IC reported the outcome of it's voting on the proposals set forth at the meeting on 3/30/07:

The ENV IC has unanimously passed (20 to 0)  the following internal voting procedure:
“The ENV IC, comprised of 1 voting member from each of ten IC’s and 1 voting member from each of ten colleges (not more than 20 voting members) requires a simple majority of votes cast from the colleges and a simple majority of votes cast by the IC’s in order to approve an agenda item.”
 The ENV IC by a vote of 15 to 5 recommends the ENV 101 New Course Proposal.
