journals in full-text from 1992 to the present.







Academic Search Premier
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A large proportion of recently surveyed lakes in
Alberta contained very high concentrations of phos-
‘phorus (P) (Mitchell & Prepas, 1990). In these lakes,
the bulk of external P loading comes from runoff
during spring and summer storm events. However, P
released from seciments can be transferred o the
surface water and contribute up to 52% of P concentra-
tion after water column mixing events, especially in

shallow lakes (Riley & Prepas, 1984). The increase of
P in surface water during the summer results in
growih of bloom.forming toxic cyanobacteria (Moss,
199). Attemps to reduce P in lake water have not
always been successful in shallow lakes because the
reduction in external P-loading may be counteracted.
