Course 

Description:
Study of the structures of the head and neck relevant to dental hygiene.  Topics include osteology, musculature, blood supply, glandular tissue, cranial nerves and routes of infection.  Course activities include use of skulls, models and multi-media resources.

Locate the origin and insertion and describe the action of the muscles of the head and neck.

Locate the cranial exits and describe the function of the 12 cranial nerves.

6.
Describe the venous and arterial blood supply to the structures of the head and neck.

7.
Locate and identify the glandular tissues and associated structures in the head and neck.

Describe the location and function of the lymphatic system of the head and neck.

9.
Trace the routes of infection of the orofacial region.

10.
Describe the injection penetration sites for dental local anesthesia.

11.
Describe the anatomy and functioning of the temporomandibular joint.

12.
Describe common disorders associated with the temporomandibular joint.

Course Requirements:

1.
Absence and Academic Dishonesty Policy:

Reading Assignments:

WebCT – It will be assumed that all students prepare each lesson on WebCT, including the objectives, puzzles, reading assignments from the course textbook and any handouts that may be provided. 

ADAM – It will also be assumed that all students review all ADAM slide shows as assigned on the Course Calendar.  

This class will emphasize and employ self-directed learning.  Because of this, it is imperative that ALL students remain current on all assignments!!

Written Assignments:
On the first day of class, all students will be provided with a Homework Manual that contains all homework assignments in plastic sleeves.  Utilizing the Answer Sheets provided in the WebCT course (there is a link to the Answer Sheets on the DHE 119 WebCT Homepage), homework is to be completed by the due date and time as listed on the Course Calendar. 
These Homework Manuals will be turned in to the instructor at the end of the semester to be re-used next year, so it is important that good care is taken of the Manuals throughout the semester.
Homework Answer Sheets are to be turned in to the instructor by the deadline.  They can be given to Debby Kurtz-Weidinger, the Department Secretary, or placed in Debby’s mailbox.  

Homework assignments are due on the assigned date.  Late assignments will not be accepted UNDER ANY CIRCUMSTANCES!!!  Homework is due on the assigned date, by the specified time (5:00 p.m.) !!  If you are absent on a day that homework is due, it must be FAXed (602-285-7330) to the instructor by 5:00 p.m. of the date it is due in order to receive credit.

The questions will be multiple choice, true/false, matching and labeling of diagrams. The final exam will be comprehensive and will include a lab test utilizing skulls.
