AIS 101 Official Course Description:

Introduction to critical issues related to Native Americans.  Examines political, economic, and social issues.  Focuses on contemporary issues and factors influencing American Indian communities. 

AIS 101 Course Information:  

In this course, historical events and settings are used to examine past United States Indian policies, from the Removal Period, Allotment and Assimilation Era, Indian Treaty Making Era, Reorganization Era, Termination Era, and Self-Determination Era. Historical perspectives are applied to analyze present political, legal, economic, and social issues, factors, and concerns.  Indian/non-Indian relations during the Treaty Making Period, and Boarding School Era will be explored, as well as State/Tribal Jurisdictions. 

As we venture through the course, I reserve the right to modify this syllabus at anytime.

Prerequisites:  There are no formal prerequisites required.

Required Textbook:  

Bordevich, Killing the White Man’s Indian (1996)

Mihesuah, American Indians:  Stereotypes & Realities, (1996)

These textbooks are available at the Phoenix College Bookstore, located on the Phoenix College campus.

Required Supplemental Reading:   I will provide class members with additional material in the form of excerpts from court opinions, statutes, books, journals, and newspapers.  These materials will be handed out in class.

Course Requirements:
Mid-term Exam.  Your mid-term examination is an in-class examination and is worth 130 points.  The mid-term examination may consist of multiple choice, true-false, and/or essay questions.  On the essay portion of the mid-term examination, there is no page limitation for each question.  You must provide your own scan-tron test sheet for use on the multiple choice and/or true-false section(s).

Final Exam.  Your final examination is also an in-class examination and is worth 150 points. The final examination may consist of multiple choice, true-false, and/or essay questions.  On the essay portion of the final examination, there is no page limitation for each question.  You must provide your own scan-tron test sheet for use on the multiple choice and/or true-false section (s).

Journal Entries.  You must complete and submit 4 journal entries throughout the fall semester.  Each journal entry must be 500 words or more in length.  Each journal entry is worth 40 points.  For each journal entry, I will provide you with part of a statement or thought related to American Indian History of the Southwest.  Your task will be to complete the statement or thought, and provide me with the reasoning for your answer.  I want you to express your opinion thoroughly.  In this exercise, there is no right or wrong answer.  You must type your journal entries using a 12-point font and double-spaced lines.  Your journal entries must be free of grammatical and spelling errors.  Your journal entries must have a title page and must be stapled.
Internet Research.  You will be assigned to research issues (4) dealing with American Indian History of the Southwest using one of the search engines on the Internet. Your task will be to write a summary of the contents of the research that you retrieved in your research.  The Internet research document and summary (both of which you submit) must have a title page and must be stapled.  Each summary is worth 20 points.  The Internet is available on the computer in the campus library.  You must type your Internet summaries using a 12-point font and double-spaced lines.  
Newspaper Articles.  You must submit photocopies of 4 different newspaper articles that deal with the topic of American Indian History of the Southwest.  The articles must be from a local, regional, or national newspaper.  Do not use the Internet for this assignment.  Your task will be to write a summary of the contents of the newspaper article that you retrieved in your research.  You must be prepared to discuss the article that you selected in class on a scheduled date.  Each summary is worth 20 points.  The newspaper article photocopy and summary (both of which you submit) must have a title page and must be stapled.  You must type your newspaper article summary using a 12-point font and double-spaced lines.  
Student Group Presentation.  The details of this requirement will be given on the Student Group Presentation Worksheet, which will be made available to you by the instructor.  The Worksheet lists a number of sections that must be covered in the presentation.  (125 total points).  

LPP Museum Visit 1.  You will be assigned a written exercise (500 words), which requires that you visit and tour the Pueblo Grande Museum on or before Thursday, September 11, 2003.  The museum is located at 4619 East Washington Street in Phoenix.  You are responsible for the admission cost that the Pueblo Grande Museum charges ($2.00 per person), which is deemed a supply cost for this course.  The museum is open Monday through Saturday, 9:00 a.m.–4:45 p.m.  For information, call (602) 495-0901, or visit the museum’s web site at www.ci.phoenix.az.us/PARKS/pueblo.html   (40 total points). 

LPP Museum Visit 2.  You will be assigned another written exercise (500 words), which requires that you visit and tour the Heard Museum on or before Thursday, October 2, 2003.  The museum is located at 2301 North Central Avenue in Phoenix.  You are responsible for the admission cost that the Heard Museum charges ($7.00 per person), which is deemed a supply cost for this course.  The museum provides public tours daily at 1:30 p.m. and 3:00 p.m.  For information, call (602) 252-8848, or visit the museum’s web site at www.heard.org   (40 total points). 
LPP Field Experience 1.  (40 points)  American Indian foods--the details of the field experience will be provided in class.
LPP Field Experience 2.  (40 points)  The details of the field experience will be provided in class.

Class Policies:

Teaching Approach.  In addition to the traditional lecture approach, I plan to teach this course using a variety of teaching methods, including collaborative group work and individual reflection.  Further, I plan to use several types of teaching medium, including guest lectures, video recordings, and supplemental readings.  My goal in using different approaches in teaching is to create a dynamic learning environment, which is conducive to open class learning and participation.  In past semesters, my students generated many lively discussions using these approaches.  I expect that this semester will be filled with equally interesting exchanges.  I want you to voice your opinions openly during class discussions.

Class Preparation.  I expect you to read the assigned material in your textbook.  I also expect you to read through the handouts, which I will distribute throughout the semester.  Further, I expect you to be prepared to discuss the assigned readings in class.  Finally, I expect you to be prepared to participate in the assigned group class activities.

Assignments Due:  Assignments are due at the beginning of class on the due dates.  

No Late Assignments:  An assignment submitted late will not be accepted for point value.  If submitted late, the assignment will be returned to you un-graded.

Class Attendance.  I cannot emphasize enough how important it is to attend all class meetings in any course that you may take, especially a course in the area of American Indian Studies.  In order to keep up with the course material, you must make every effort to attend each class meeting.  If you expect to miss a class meeting, call me at the telephone number listed on the first page of this course syllabus.  If you let me know ahead of time about your absence, I may be able to make arrangements to mail to you any class handouts or answer any of your questions over the telephone.  (See PC Catalog 2003-2004, pp. 40-41).  Your absence from class for ONE FULL WEEK (3 lecture hours) or more, without notifying me, may result in a withdrawal from the course.   
Tardiness.  I make it a policy to start and end each class session on time.  Thus, I expect you to be prompt to each class meeting.  If you arrive late, please notify me during the class breaks or after the class period.

Make-Up Examinations.  There are no opportunities to make-up examinations (unless in extenuating circumstances).

Incomplete Grades.  "Students who are doing acceptable work may request an incomplete grade 'I', if they are unable to complete the course requirements by the end of the term because of illness or other extenuating circumstances.  If the request is approved by the instructor, he/she shall define, in a written contract, how the course will be completed.  The contract will be filed with the Office of Admissions and Records office.  Students must complete the requirements within the time period agreed to - maximum time allowed is seven (7) months [or the term agreed to between the instructor and the student if less than seven (7) months] from the end of the term in which the grade of incomplete was assigned.  Students who do not complete the requirements within seven (7) months will have their grade recorded in accordance with the written contract.
